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The Government College of Technology, Coimbatore formerly known as Arthur Hope
College of Technology, was started in July 1945 in accordance with the general policy of the then Government of Madras to give high priority to technical education under the post-war
reconstruction schemes in order to meet the demand for trained engineers to complete industrial
and developmental projects in the State. The late Mr. G.D. Naidu, the well
known industrialist and Philanthropist of Coimbatore offered the premises in July 1945 that paved its way to the glorious state of being recognized as one of the premier institutions in the State.
The Institution offers 9 Full Time UG programmes, 4 Part Time UG programmes and 11 PG programmes. All the departments are recognized as Centres for Research by Anna University, Chennai. National Board of Accreditation has accredited four of our programmes. National Institutional Ranking Framework (NIRF) by MHRD, Government of India ranked our College as 90th in Engineering Category of India Rankings 2019. Our College got NAAC Accreditation with ‘A’ grade.
The total strength of fulltime undergraduate students is 2760 out of which 821 are first graduates and the total strength of Post graduate students is 344. 
The total scholarship amount Rs. 300 lakhs under various schemes given by the state government/TEQIP/Gate and GCT Alumni has been disbursed to the students. 
The pass percentage of the female students was 82% and that of the male students was 62%. The placement graph of our students is rather impressive with more than 82% of students got placement in reputed companies like TCS, Zoho, Robert Bosch, Payoda Technologies, Musigma, HCL, HP Solutions, Analytics Quotient, L&T, Hyundai, TVS, Ericssion, Exterro, etc. 
 	Apart from the state Government funding, GCT has been funded with Rs.14.6 Crores through Technical Education Quality Improvement Programme Phase I from the World Bank. For the outstanding performance of the institute, World Bank sanction Rs.17.5 Crores to the institute to do more academic activities under Phase II of TEQIP. Financial assistance to teaching faculties was also provided to pursue their research. Teaching faculties and technical staff enriched their knowledge through attending training programmes, workshops and conferences. The scheme also supported interaction between industry and institute, brought in institutional reforms and enhanced the quality of technical education. The college has received 2 Centres of Excellence, one on Alternate Energy Research and another on Environmental Studies. These centers have been funded with Rs.5 Crores each. The Lab facilities have been modernized so as to generate revenue, besides the improvisation of Library facilities. 
MOUs were signed with leading industries and they are invited quite often to share their experience with the students to enlighten them about the current opportunities. Also, they make significant contributions to Academic bodies such as Department Advisory Board, Board of Studies and Academic Council. Financial assistance is also provided to the Faculty members and students to visit foreign universities to enhance the research activities.
GCT received a grant of Rs.7 Crores under TEQIP Phase III and mentoring two institutions. In addition, the institute received Rs. 4 Crores for developing the two centres of excellence - Alternate Energy Research and Environmental Studies apart from carrying out twinning programs with the Mentee Institutions. 
Environmental engineering as a wing of Civil engineering has established a Centre of Excellence – Environmental Studies (Coe – ES) under the sub-component 1.2.1. of TEQIP Phase II with the fund of Rs. 5 Crores being sanctioned by the NPIU, Noida. An additional fund of Rs. 1 Crore has been sanctioned under the sub-component 1.3 of TEQIP Phase III. 
The department of Electrical and Electronics Engineering has established a Centre of Excellence for Alternative Energy research with a grant of Rs. 5 Crores under TEQIP Phase II by NPIU, Noida. An additional fund of Rs. 1.5 Crore has been sanctioned to the institute under the sub-component 1.3 of TEQIP Phase III. Wind power and Solar energy are the thematic areas of research in this discipline.
Each department has organized a good number of Faculty Development Programmes, Staff  Development Programmes, Seminars / Workshops / Remedial classes for students, TEQIP/ AICTE sponsored National / International Conferences. Students are encouraged to appear for GATE Examination. GATE Exam fees are being reimbursed for each student under TEQIP III Funds. Under TEQIP III students are given Employability Skills Training and Tests so as to make them fit for working in industries and also financial support is given to undergo internships.
Faculties and research scholars have obtained patents for their innovations. Good numbers of papers are published in national and international journals by our faculties and many of our faculty members are reviewers for peer reviewed journals. Many of our faculties are recognized supervisors of Anna University and they have produced more number of doctorates. The institute has received research funding from DST and AICTE.
Our Institution also does consultancy services for Government/Private organizations and various local industries. Last year through Consultancy and Testing, more than Rs.90 Lakhs revenue is generated.
 	 Every year, an Academic award ceremony is organized to honor, appreciate and motivate all the teaching, non teaching, administrative staff and awards for students for their achievements. 
Our Institution has a separate Industry Institute Interaction (III) Cell which organizes many industry oriented programmes. An Entrepreneurship development cell has been established which organizes a certificate programme in Entrepreneurship in collaboration with Anna University, Chennai.
Library with its huge collection of books and journals fulfils the academic needs of the students and the faculty members. It also has a very good collection of books of Indian and British Standards along with possessing bound Volumes of Journals. The age old institute holds the credit of possessing a collection of around one lakh books, e-journals, e-books and e-Shodh Sindhu. Also, it has an excellent collection of Book Bank Books which are utilized by SC/ST students. 
Open access system available in the central library gives easy access to a huge collection of reference books and journals. Besides, E-resources in the Digital library are highly beneficial to researchers and advanced learners. Library is fully automated. Gate entry Register is maintained in the Issue and Reference Sections. In the Reference Section, books are monitored by RFID and E-Gate. 
Events are organized by department Association, Tamil Mandram, Fine Arts Club, Literary and Debating Society, Green Club, Physical Education department regularly. Our students, apart from organizing National level technical Symposiums every year, have also participated and won prizes in inter collegiate competitions related to technical, arts and sports events. 
Our Institution has established SAE Association for attending competitive events in BAJA SAE INDIA. Recently, our team “Screwtenizers” got selected from the top 100 institutions to participate in International BAJASAE  Arizona competition scheduled between 16th and 19th April 2020 Tuscon, Arizona, USA. 
GCT acts as a nodal centre for Anna University to conduct examinations and evaluates answer papers for all affiliated engineering colleges. The college has the responsibility of conducting counseling for MBA/MCA admissions.
The GCT alumni association has been assisting students who need technical and financial support. Every year around Rs.40 Lakhs is distributed to needy students. 700 students were benefited.  
The college has completed 75 years of its fruitful service and is being recognized as a premier institution for engineering education in the State.
